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HELPFUL PRODUCTS 

We stock several items here at the shop 
that you may be interested in: 

· We have strapping for winter covers 
at $35 for 1/2” x 1500’. This is 
enough to strap your boat for many 
seasons and not go through the 
trouble of trying to save the strap-
ping from year-to-year. It is also 
great stuff for tying things around 
the house, yard and garage. 

· We have Plexus ($15) for cleaning 
your vinyl and polycarbonate boat 
windows. It works very well and it 
is what we use. 

· Clear-To-Sea ($10) for your boat 
windows. 

We will ship anywhere in US for $6.95. 

WINTER COVERS – the covers must be tight. We have information on our web page regarding installation and take-off 
of your cover. If you would like help with your cover, please ask your storage facility service manager, who can arrange 
for a Boat Tailor’s technician to assist you with your cover. There is a charge for this service. 

WINDOW STORAGE OVER WINTER – your windows are a valuable investment. Remove windows over the winter 
and store in the boat between old sheets or towels or at home if possible. The windows should not get wet and should lay 
flat. 

CANVAS STORAGE OVER WINTER – with indoor boat storage, canvas can stay on the boat, but cover with plastic 
sheeting to keep the usual crud (wax, dirt, bird droppings) off your canvas. If storing outside, remove your windows as 
above and loosely roll up your canvas. Store in the boat or better yet, take home. You do not want rodents anywhere near 
your canvas. We have seen birds, raccoon and other animals taking up winter residence on boats, with bad results. 

ESTIMATES FOR NEW WORK DURING THE WINTER– contact your winter storage facility manager for 
work to be done within their storage buildings and property. Get ready for spring with a new project.
